(The NOW Alliance (Negotiating Ontario’'s Well-Being) is a group of community and

professional organizations concerned with physician recruitment and retention.)

RECOMMENDATION: WHEREAS over 100 underserviced Ontario
communities encompassing up to one million Ontarians do not have access to
a family physician;

AND WHEREAS the Collective Agreement signed by the Ministry of Health and
Long Term Care and the Ontario Medical Association (OMA) governs
physicians’ remuneration and working conditions;

AND WHEREAS the Negotiating Ontario’s Well-Being Alliance (NOW Alliance)
has completed its 2004 Rural Health Action Plan;

AND WHEREAS the City of Greater Sudbury recognizes the need to call on the
Ministry of Health and Long Term Care (MOHLTC) and the Ontario Medical
Association (OMA) to implement initiatives which will address the significant
physician shortage in this province;
