Report dated 2004-03-19 from the General Manager of Corporate
Services regarding 2004 Sudbury & District Health Unit Budget West
Nile Contingencies was deferred at the Finance Committee meeting
of 2004-03-22.

The General Manager, Corporate Services, indicated that the
Sudbury & District Health Unit has tabled a report which includes 4
options.  The first being to use the levy to support the West Nile, the
second is to use the City’s reserves, the third to use the Health Unit
reserves and the fourth to share reserves between the Health Unit
and the City.  Consensus should be received from Council.  Staff is
tabling two options being to put the West Nile contingencies on the
levy or take it from the City’s reserves.  The City’s share would total
approximately $92,000.00 which should be put back into reserves if
it is not utilized.  

With the consensus of Council, it was decided that staff would bring
forward 2 options for the Finance Meeting on Tuesday, March 30 ,th

2004.
