Foundation introduced Mr. Gary Gray, President, Sudbury
Community Foundation, to the Committee. Mr. Gray gave an
electronic presentation regarding a progress and status report on the
Foundation’s activities over the past year. The presentation outlined
the Foundation’s mission, historical highlights, their three main roles
(endowment building & donor service, community building,
grantmaking), funding & grants, Board of Directors, and, their vision.
