The Committee of the Whole - Planning meeting was adjourned
and the Public Hearing was opened to deal with the following
application.

Report dated December 20, 2001 was received from the Director of
Planning Services and the General Manager of Economic
Development & Planning Services regarding a rezoning application
to permit the repair and accessory storage of recreation vehicles,
2139 Dominion Drive, Val Therese - Donna and Roger Labelle.

The Director of Planning Services outlined the application to the
Committee.

Roger and Donna Labelle, applicants, were present and indicated
they were satisfied with the staff recommendation.

With respect to outside storage, Mr. Labelle advised that recreational
vehicles would be parked around the garage waiting for repair.  If the
recreational vehicles were not repairable, they would be scrapped.

No objectors were present.

A 3.19 ACRE PARCEL, PARIS STREET, SUDBURY - ALERT CARE CORPORATION             

The Committee of the Whole - Planning meeting was adjourned
and the Public Hearing was opened to deal with the following
application.

Report dated December 19, 2001 was received from the Director of
Planning Services and the General Manager of Economic
Development & Planning Services regarding a rezoning application
to permit an 85 guest room retirement residence on a 3.19 acre
parcel, Paris Street, Sudbury - Alert Care Corporation.

The Director of Planning Services outlined the application to the
Committee.

Mr. Robert Eger, Mr. Dan Roach and Ms. Celia Teale, Dalron
Construction, applicants, were present and indicated they were
satisfied with the staff recommendation.

A sketch of the proposed building was available for viewing.

The applicants pointed out that the facility would hold up to 90
residents who require nursing and/or homecare together with
centralized kitchen and dining facilities.  Mr. Eger provided the
Committee with information about Alert Care advising the company
operates 29 retirement homes in Ontario.  Alert Care is currently
building retirement homes in Sault Ste. Marie and Thunder Bay.  He
indicated that between 25 to 30 new jobs would be created as a
result of the development.

He further advised that the research he has conducted shows there
is a need in the City of Greater Sudbury  for what they are proposing
and they are hopeful this is the start of continued development on
the subject property.

No objectors were present.

The Public Hearing concerning this matter was closed and the
Committee of the Whole - Planning resumed in order to discuss
and vote on the application.

2002-03 Davey/Dupuis: That the application by Alert Care
Corporation to amend By-law 95-500Z being the Zoning By-law for
the former City of Sudbury by changing the zoning classification of
Part of Parcels 45795 and 11765 in Lot 6, Concession 1, McKim
Township from “R5", High Rise Multiple Residential and “FD”, Future
Development, as the case may be, to “R5-Special”, High Rise
Multiple Residential Special be approved subject to the following:

(A) That the applicant provide the Development Services Section
with a registered survey plan to enable the preparation of an
amending zoning by-law.

(B) That new zoning boundaries and permitted uses shall be
based on the preliminary reference plan prepared by T. Del
Bosco, O.L.S. attached to the staff report, wherein the
following shall apply:

1. On Parts 2, 3, 4, 5 and 10, the only permitted uses
shall be a residential building containing a maximum
of 85 guest rooms designed for seniors or residents
thereof who require nursing and/or homecare,
together with centralized kitchen and dining facilities,
and related accessory uses.

2. Parts 6, 7, 9 and 11 shall be included in the area
being rezoned “R5-Special”, but uses shall be
restricted to access and future roads purposes.

3. Parts 1 and 8 shall be rezoned to “FD”, Future
Development.

(C) That parking for the residential building shall be provided in
accordance with the following:

4 spaces for the residential building, plus
0.5 spaces for each of the first 30 guest rooms, plus
0.25 spaces for each additional guest room

(D) That for purposes of interpreting the amending by-law, the
southerly property line which follows the 66 foot wide access
strip shall be deemed to be the front lot line for the residential
building site.

(E) That the amending by-law be tailored to the applicant’s site
plan as outlined in the staff report.

(F) That prior to the adoption of an amending zoning by-law, the
applicant agrees to the following to the satisfaction of the City
Solicitor and the General Manager of Public Works:

1. To design and construct the intersection of the
private access at Paris Street to accommodate the
Marttila Drive Extension; and

2. To design and construct the private access so that
the future Marttila Drive Extension is not jeopardized.
